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Course Description

B.A. Programme
Department of English Language and Literature

Study and Research Skills (3 credit 2201103
hours)

This course focuses on developing basic skills in information retrieval,

study skills, and language research. It is specifically concerned with effective
internet search techniques, time management, goal-setting, note-taking, critical
reading, and crucial problems of research design and implementation as well as
the study of quantitative and qualitative research approaches to language
phenomena.

Introduction to Cross-Cultural Interaction (3 credit hrs.) 2201104
This course analyzes the concept of culture and studies the relationship
between culture, behavior, and the communication of individuals and groups. It
develops appreciation for the challenges and opportunities posed by an
increasingly intercultural multicultural word and aims to develop analytical and
interpersonal skills for successful intercultural and form overcoming cultural
barriers. As the course is built on the premise that today is global cultures both
diverge and converge, it seeks to enable students to develop a deeper
understanding of cultural interaction, regarding both divergence and
convergence.

Introduction to English Literature 3 Credit 2201111
hours

This course is an introduction to samples from literature written in English

in the three basic genres of poetry. Drama and fiction in addition to prose essays.

It should focus on the formal and linguistic aspects of the literary work, but should

also discuss its intellectual content.



3 Credit hours Oral Skills 2201112
This course is concerned with helping students to develop conversational
skills needed to express and understand basic topics and language functions.
Students are involved in real situations of conversational interaction. Important
topics and issues of interest are brought up and discussed by students in a
dialogue, debate, and presentation forms. Students are encouraged to express
themselves freely in a variety of situations.

3 Credit Writing 2201114
hours

This course seeks to improve the writing abilities of the students through
exposing them to the essential components of the English paragraph. They will
be trained to apply their knowledge to master the technique of paragraph
development and learn the difference between the paragraphs in Arabic and in
English.

2201116 Reading and Listening Comprehension 3 Credit hours

This course introduces effective reading and inferential thinking skills.

Emphasis is placed on vocabulary, comprehension, and reading strategies. Upon
completion, students should be able to determine main ideas and supporting
details, recognize basic patterns of organization, draw conclusions, and
understand vocabulary in context.

3 Credit hours Advanced Writing 2201211
is concerned with developing the students’ writing from the This course
paragraph to the essay. It also aims at guiding students through logical steps
necessary for creating a finished essay developed through description,
exemplification, classification, comparison and contrast, definition, cause and
effect and logical division.

3 Credit hours Syntax | 2201221
This course introduces students to the English syntactic structures in terms
of functions (subject, direct object, indirect object, subject complement, etc.) and
categories (NP, VP, Ad,. PP etc.). It also highlights sentence types (simple,
compound, complex).



3 Credit hours English Phonetics 2231222
Acquainting students with the basic theoretical principles of English
phonetics. Special emphasis is given to place and manner of articulation, stress
and intonation and transcription.

3 Credit hours English Linguistics 2201224
An introduction to Linguistic Science: Its aims, aspects and relation to other
social disciplines. Furthermore, the course aims at acquainting the students with
the nature of human language, its characteristics, functions and components. A
fairly detailed study of language components will be presented within the overall
framework of modern linguistic theories, in particular the Structural and the
Generative Schools. Throughout the course, emphasis will be on the
components of English.

3 English Literature until 1660 2231231

This is a survey course of the major authors and literary genres Credit hours
of the period, with a study of the major literary and social forces that helped to
shape the cultural context of the time. Beowulf and its place in the epic literary
tradition together with The Canterbury Tales as a picture of medieval life will be
emphasized, together with the principal focus on the Renaissance.

2201234 American Literature Until 1800 3 Credit hours

As a survey course, this is essentially an overview of the American literary
canon from the beginnings to the Civil War. Emphasis is to be placed on major
texts and authors representing the various literary and intellectual trends and
movements in the Colonial and, Federal Romantic periods, such as early
promotional literary capitalism Puritanism and Deism. Special attention is to be
given to prominent historical incidents and events.

3 Credit hours Drama 2201241
A general course that teaches the student the elements of drama (dialogue,
action, plot, characterization) through detailed study of representative plays.
Particular attention is paid to the major types of drama, tragedy and comedy, with
some help from the theoreticians.

The Short Story 3 Credit 2201251
hours

This course aims at introducing students to the genre of the short story

through tracing its origins and its development from 1840 to the present times. To



achieve its purposes, the course selects some twenty stories, beginning with the
pioneers of the genre, like Poe, Turgenev, Maupassant, and the modernists,
such as Joyce, Lawrence, Hemingway, Faulkner, and Beckett, among others.

3 Credit hours Professional Technical Writing 2201331

This course focuses on technical writing and its applications, its theories,

and its practice. The types of writing to be taught include resumes, cover letters,
recommendations, feasibility studies, status reports, progress reports, abstracts,
proposals, memos, evaluations, reading responses, and a formal report. Writing
tips pertaining to matters of grammar and style will be emphasized.

Writing Research Papers (3 Credit 2201312
Hours)

This course provides students with a solid background in research methods
which furnish a guide to writing meaningful, clear and correct research papers.
Special emphasis will be placed on: finding a topic, gathering data, taking notes,
moving from a rough draft to a final paper, as well as proper documentation, such
as citations and quotations by adopting the MLA style sheet. The course also
emphasizes the proper use of library materials (reference books, articles,
journals, dissertation abstracts, ets.), together with the furnishing of
bibliographies.

By the end of the semester students are required to submit a fully worked-out
research paper.

3 Credit hours Syntax Il 2201321
This is an advanced course in English syntax. It has a prerequisite, namely,
Syntax |, which deals with the structure of the simple sentence. In contrast, this
course deals primarily with complex, compound, and complex-compound
sentences. The two courses complement each other and attach equal
significance to both theory and practice.

3 Credit hours Discourse Analysis in English 2201322
Acquainting students with the concepts of discourse analysis and its
emergence as a field of investigation in language studies. It handles topics such
as spoken vs. written discourse, conversational analysis of sentence grammar
vs. text grammar, text structure, cohesive devices (connectives, ellipsis,
reference, lexical cohesion, etc.), coherence, and types of inference (entailment
and presupposition).

English Transformation Grammar 3 Credit hours 2201323
The course provides an introduction to the theoretical assumptions

underlying the Transformational Generative Theory and its mechanism, in
particular the Standard Theory presented in Chomsky's Aspects of the Theory of
Syntax. Throughout the course, emphasis will be on the facts of English syntax.



3 Credit hours English Semantics 2201324
Acquainting the students with the major concepts of English semantics
such as sense, meaning, lexical relations, sentential relations, componential
analysis, and semantic theory. Concepts like deep structure and semantic
representations of sentence meaning, ambiguity, as well as the logic of natural
languages are emphasized in this course.

2201330 English Literature 1660-1798 3 Credit hours

This course is an extensive study of the major authors of the Restoration
and the Eighteenth century. It also provides insights into the intellectual,
philosophical, and religious life of the time.

3 Credit hours  19™-Century English Literature 2201333

A study of Romanticism and Victorianism. The prominent Romantic poets

and essayist, and their Victorian counterparts, are to be studied at length.
Selections from the novels and plays of the period may be chosen to illustrate the
generic and thematic richness of this important century.

American Literature in the Nineteenth Century 3 Credit 2201334
hours

This course explores a wide range of the most influential and innovative

writers who wrote during the American Renaissance. The works of Melville,
Hawthorne, Whitman, Dickinson, Emerson, Thoreau, Poe, Douglass, Fuller, and
Stowe, to name only a few, will be read discussed, and analyzed. The history of
this

3 Credit hours Novel (1) 2201341
An introduction to both the world and art of the novel. Elements of the novel
(setting, plot, characterization, etc.) will receive ample treatment, and so will the
cultural and historical background. Through an in-depth study of 4—6 novels,
students will be acquainted with the various styles and trends within this rich
genre.

3 Credit hours Novel Il 2201342
An in-depth study of the modern/ contemporary novel. Attention will be
concentrated on the more recent and innovative developments in the genre in the
recent years. Post-modernist novelists are to be adequately represented, such as
Conrad, Joyce, Lawrence, Forster, etc.



2201343 Poetry 3 Credit hours

Emphasis is placed on the understanding and appreciation of poetry as a
literary genre. Various forms of poetry are to be presented and critically studied.
Selected from different literary periods in English and American literature, such
forms include: the sonnet, elegy, ode, ballad and the like.

2201351 Shakespeare 3 Credit hours
A general background about Shakespeare and his age, his life and works is
given. Together with that, the course gives a brief survey of the development of
Shakespearian criticism during the ages. But the crux of the course is the
detailed study of several plays (5—7) selected from among the various types of
Shakespearian drama.

2201352 Modern World Literature 3 Credit hours
Expanding the canon through emphasizing a balance between Western

and non-Western literatures by examining a variety of modern literary works to
consolidate the awareness regarding travels in modernity and post-modernity
world-wide.

2201361 Translation | (English — Arabic) 3 Credit hours
Training students to translate various types of texts from English into

idiomatic Arabic. Students will be presented with different text types ranging from
texts of a general nature to those which are more specialized. In addition to the
effective techniques of translation, students will learn how to consider other
important elements pertaining to structural relations and contextuality.

2201362 Translation Il (Arabic — English) 3 Credit hours
This course builds on students’ learning experiences in Translation . It

trains students to translate longer texts of various types from Arabic into English.
It highlights the basic problems encountered by Arab learners of English
translation. Aspects of text analysis, sentential and structural relations together
with the importance of context in translation must be emphasized in this course.

3 credit Special Subject in Translation 2201363

hours
The instructor chooses a specialized field of translation that is not fully
covered in other translation courses to give students who are interested in taking
up translation as a profession a competitive edge in the job market. Such fields
may include, but are not limited to, legal, scientific, business, or medical fields.

2201371 Writing in the Field of Journalism and Information Media

3 Credit hours



Provides students with the proper training needed for writing news reports,
editorials, feature stories, etc. it also emphasizes the language structures,
vocabulary and format needed for that purpose. Students are to be exposed to
model articles, reports, etc. that they can imitate and improvise on.

2201373 Debating & Dialogue 3 Credit hours

Helps students to become active speech communicators and critical

listeners. Students will learn how to speak confidently and enthusiastically and
how to be motivating, and persuasive on the platform. Creative training
techniques, methods of reasoning, and effective language symbols will be
examined and studied at length. Some appropriate written and audio-visual
material is to be used. Noted Speakers from campus as well as off-campus are
to be invited periodically.

2201421 English Sociolinguistics 3 Credit hours
This course introduces students to a basic fact about language in general
and English in particular. This fact is that English is not a single monolithic

linguistic system. Like other living languages English exhibits variation at all
levels of structure, from phonology to discourse. The course outlines and
elaborates on the parameters by which language use shows abvious differences.
The basic parameters are: region, social class, ethnic group, sex, age, situation,
and mode of use in a variety of professional fields-(registers).

2201422 History of English Language 3 Credit hours
This course is primarily a survey of the origins and development of the
English language to the present time, including the Indo-European family of
languages, Old English, Middle English, and Modern English. The focus
throughout remains on the internal history of English.

2201431 20™-Century English Literature 3 Credit hours
Highlighting both the socio-political factors and the inter-disciplinary nature

of twentieth-century English literature through examining the impact of the two
world wars as well as philosophy, psychology, art, anthropology, etc., on leading
English writers from the turn of the century.

Twentieth — Century American Literature 3 Credit hours 2201434
A study of 20" — Century American literature. The course will focus on the

major poets, novelists and dramatists of the period through a study and a survey
of represervative works. It will also lay emphasis on the main literary concepts,
movements and schools characteristic of the period.



Literary Criticism and Theory 3 Credit 2231441
hours

This course aims to develop students' critical thinking by training them in various
schools of literary criticism. After a short survey of the history of criticism,
students will focus on the recent developments in literary theory, especially post-
structuralist

Teaching English as a Second Language 3 Credit 2201448
hours

The course aims at training students to teach English as a second

language. It explores the different methods and strategies that are used to teach
English as a second language. It focuses on how to teach the four basic skills of
language (reading, writing, speaking, and listening). Furthermore, the course
aims at introducing students to the characteristics of a successful/unsuccessful
class of English as a second language.

2201451 Classical and Ancient Literature 3 Credit hours
This course is based on the study and analysis of such world literary
masterpieces as The Odyssey, The Oresteia, The Epic of Gilgamesh, The Bible,
The Book of Songs, Islamic Sufi Literature, One Thousand and One Nights, The
Holy Koran and The Divine Comedy.

2201471 Creative Writing 3 Credit hours
This is a special course for students who wish to develop their creative

skills in one, some, or all the various literary genres in which they have either
demonstrated ability or a strong interest: poetry, fiction, drama, non-fiction prose,
etc. Students are expected to study excellent models from the genres just listed
with the aim of appreciating the thematic, stylistic, and structural features which
make fine literature. They are also required to write their own pieces which will be
examined by all participants, including the instructor. Such pieces are to be
revised and re-rewritten in light of the instructor’s and students’ comments. The
final project consists of a publishable collection of short texts or a single long text
which the student writes after a series of revisions. The Department may want to
publish texts in a literary journal or magazine. Noted literary figures from the
country and abroad may be invited to conduct some of the meetings.

3 Credit hours Seminar on Literature 2201472

This course offers the students an overview of the literary periods and genres
that they have studied in previous years. Upon finishing the course, the students
will obtain a comprehensive understanding of different approaches to the study of
literature that will fill gaps in their education.



2201479 Introduction to American Studies 3 Credit hours

This course tries to provide a clear, comprehensive picture of the society
and culture of the United States of America: its economy, politics, history, media,
educational system, religion, ethnicity and culture. It also attempts to place in
context the often fragmented information about the U.S., thus providing
appropriate foundation for further study.
2201481 Special Subject in English Literature 3 Credit hours
The focus here is on a topic which has not been adequately covered in
other courses. Choices may vary from one semester to another at the discretion
of the instructor and on the basis of the needs of students. Students are often
expected to give presentations and write term papers relevant to the content of
the course.

2201482 Special Subject in the English Language 3 Credit
hours

The content of this course varies from one instructor to another. It is

actually determined by the research interest of the instructor according to his
area of specialization. The course usually provides an in-depth investigation of a
certain linguistic topic that has not been thoroughly covered in the language
courses offered in the study plan. Students may be required to make
presentations and write term papers in this course.
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Description of the Courses offered by the Department of French

French for Beginners | (3 credit 2202101

hours)

In this course, the students acquire the four language skills: listening
comprehension, reading, writing and oral skills. It covers the following fields:
greeting, introducing oneself, asking for a vacation, buying tickets, specifying
time and place, in addition to basic grammar issues: present tense of most verbs,
definite and indefinite articles, negation, gender, possessive pronouns and

numbers.



French for Beginners Il (3 credit 2202102

hours)

P. R.: 2202101 French for Beginners |

In this course, the language is taught in depth. French for Beginners Il
develops the skills acquired in French for Beginners [, i. e. listening
comprehension, reading, writing and oral skills. It covers other new fields such as
inviting, describing one’s home, giving one’s opinion, describing people’s
appearance and personality and the weather. In addition, new grammatical

issues will be covered, such as past tenses, future tense and pronouns.

French for Beginners lll (3 credit hours) 2202107
P. R.: 2202102 French for Beginners Il

In this course, the language is taught still more in depth, French for Beginners Il
develops the skills acquired in French for Beginners | and I, i. e. listening
comprehension, reading, writing and oral skill. It covers other new fields such as
asking for one’s way, explaining the way to someone, giving orders, advices,
ordering in a restaurant, comparing, expressing quantity, expressing one’s

wishes, proposing something , judging, defining , etc.



(6 credit hours) French for Specialization| 2202103

This course is based on a textbook that enhances the main skills of listening
comprehension, reading, writing and oral skills. French for Specialization |
covers the following grammatical content: present tense, the main rules
concerning nouns and adjectives, possessive pronouns, numbers, negation,

prepositions, demonstrative, relative and personal pronouns.

French for Specialization Il (6 credit 2202104
hours)

P.R : 2202103 French for Specialization |

This course insists on the basic skills in French: Listening comprehension,
reading, writing and oral skills. French for Specialization Il covers the following
grammatical content: past tense (passé composé/imparfait), future, conditionnel,

imperative and indirect speech.

Language Skills (French 1) (3 credit 2232105
hours)

This course is to taken during the same semester as French for Specialization |.
It aims at improving pronunciation and additionally focuses on the grammatical
skills discussed in French for Specialization | through the use of additional
exercises. Moreover, this course focuses on dictation and the four language

skills.

2202106 Language Skills (French ll) (3 credit
hours)

P.R : 2202103 French for Specialization |

This course is to taken during the same semester as French for Specialization II.
It aims at improving pronunciation and additionally focuses on the grammatical
skills discussed in French for Specialization Il through the use of additional



exercises. Moreover, this course focuses on dictation and the four language
skills.

French Grammar | (3 credit 2232211
hours)

P.R : 2202104 French for Specialization Il

This course provides students with the basic rules of French grammar, which
will be studied systematically. It covers all tenses, especially the different past
tenses, the passive voice, the indirect speech and conditional clauses. Text of

varying lengths will be studied carefully.

(3 credit Writing (French 1) 2232212
hours) P.R : 2202104 French for Specialization II.

In this course the student learns how to write simple texts like personal letters,
formal letters, petitions and short stories, by imitating models of texts. Text of
varying lengths will be studied with the purpose of illustrating good writing.

(3 credit Listening & Reading Comprehension (Frenchl) 2242213
hours)

P.R: 2202104 French for Specialization Il

This course improves the comprehension skill by using tapes containing
conversations dealing with different subjects of French life. This will help the
students to get used to ways of expressing themselves in different situations and
to improve their pronunciation. Furthermore, the course aims to give the student
the necessary skills to understand authentic written texts, to enrich his

vocabulary and to teach him to understand texts globally.



(3 credit hours) French Grammar Il 2232214
P.R.: 2232211 French Grammar |

This course provides students with the basic rules of French grammar. It will
cover personal and relative pronouns, participles and gerund and the skill of
nominalization. Oral and written text will be studied for purpose of illustrating

grammatical usages.

Writing (French Il) (3 credit 2232215
hours)

P.R.: 2232212 Writing (French )

This course teaches how to analyze, to think logically, to organize ideas in a
text and to express oneself clearly. It also teaches how to summarize texts.
various authentic texts will be studied to developition and vocabulary.

Listening and Reading Comprehension (French Il) (3 credit 2242216
hours)

P. R.: 2242213 Listening & Reading Comprehension (French I)

By using tapes of an advanced level of language, this course improves the
comprehension of oral French texts in the different situations of life. Furthermore,
the course aims to give the student the necessary skills to understand authentic
written texts, to enrich his vocabulary and to teach him to understand texts

globally.

Oral Skills (3 credit 2232217
hours)

P.R: 2202104 French for Specialization Il

This course trains oral expression by the means of different and interesting
activities. Vital subjects will be discussed, permitting the students to express their
personal opinions and enabling them to improve their capacity of discussion in

French.



French for Specialization Il (3 credit 2232218
hours)

P.R: 2202104 French for Specialization Il

This course insists on the basic skills in French: Listening comprehension,
reading, writing and oral skills. French for Specialization Ill covers the following
grammatical content: revision of the different past tenses, systematization of the

subjonctif, comparison and conditional clauses.

Analysis of Literary Texts (3 credit 2202221
hours)

This course is the first in French Literature. It provides the students with the
means they need for literary analysis. The characteristics of the literary texts in
general will be discussed as well as those of the different literary genres, in
particular. The student will get to know the important stylistic figures and

techniques and he learns to recognize them.

(3 credit hours) Translation | 2232311
P.R: 2232214 French Grammar Il

The course provides the student with the skills of translating from French into
clear and correct Arabic, and vice versa. This is done through authentic and
varied texts written in French and Arabic (journalistic, cultural, scientific, etc.).
The student is taught how to avoid literal translation while concentrating on the

comprehension of the source language.

(3 credit hours) Translation Il 2232312
P.R.: 2232311 Translation |



This course gives the student the capability of translating authentic varied texts
(journalistic, scientific, cultural, etc.) from Arabic into French. It insists on the
vocabulary and structures of each field. Writing in French should be clear

avoiding literal translation.

Advanced Writing (French) (3 credit 2232313
hours)

P. R. : 2232215 Writing (French 1)

After Writing | and Writing 11, the student is expected to be able to write short
texts in simple and clear French. In Advanced Writing, we move to a higher level;
the student learns to express his ideas, to discuss, comment and criticize

different ideas. He learns how to write articles and essays.

(3 credit hours) Commercial French 2232314

This course teaches the language (vocabulary and structures) used in the field
of business. Written and oral texts and dialogues reflecting every day business
situations are used. It teaches how to write business letters and teaches
principles of book keeping and business administration through case studies.
The course requirements include an internship in a company; and the grade

given for the internship report will be included in the final evaluation.

(3 credit hours) French for Tourism 2232315

This course teaches vocabulary and professional skills in the field of tourism.
By doing practical exercises, the student improves his written and oral language
and learns necessary sKkills for the different professions in the field of tourism.
The course requirements include an internship in a hotel, a travel agency, the
ministry of tourism or with a tourist guide; and the grade given for the internship

report will be included in the final evaluation.

(3 credit French Literature | 2202322
hours)



P. R.: 2202221 Analysis of Literary Texts

This course deals with French literature from its beginning till 17" century. It
will briefly present French history of this period, focus on the renewal of the 16"
century and then concentrate on classical literature of the 17" century by

studying representative literary extracts.

(3 credit 2212323 Contemporary French Culture |
hours)

The course introduces French culture through different kinds of texts chosen in
the French press, advertising, films, etc., which show French society, its daily
life, problems of the young and of the elder generation, women'’s issues, the
situation of foreigners in France and the demographic evolution. The students will
write and present a research paper in the field of contemporary French culture;

the grade of the paper will be included in the final evaluation.

French Literature Il (3 credit 2232324
hours)

P. R.: 2202221 Analysis of Literary Texts

The course deals with the period of Enlightenment (18" century) and the
important literary movements of 19" century: Romanticism, Realism, Naturalism
and Symbolism. After a historical introduction to each period, representative

literary extracts of each movement will be studied.

(3 credit 2232325 Contemporary French Culture I
hours)

P. R.: 2212323 Contemporary French Culture |

This course aims at thoroughly examining various aspects of French culture and
focusing on different political, educational, and administrative institutions. It will
be using various documents, such as films, French media, and books on French
culture. In the course the students analyze the cultural differences between
Jordan and France by placing each of them in its socio-political and geographical



context. The students will prepare a research paper on contemporary French
culture, and the grade of the paper will be included in the final evaluation.

(3 credit French Linguistics 2242331
hours)

P. R.: 2232332 French Syntax

This course introduces French linguistics, its different branches and
terminology. It incites students to think about language, its nature and functions
while insisting on phonetic, syntactic and lexical characteristics of French and

their usage.

(3 credit hours) French Syntax 2232332
P. R.: 2232214 French Grammar Il

This course helps the student to pass gradually from the short to the long text
by concentrating on the complex sentence (relation of time, cause, effect,
concession, etc.), that guarantees the coherence of any text. It will help the

student to improve his competence in writing.

Presentation and Debating (French) (3 credit 2232411
hours)

P. R.:2232217 Oral Skills

This course helps students to become active speech communicators and
critical listeners. Students will learn how to speak confidently and enthusiastically
and how to be motivating and persuasive on the platform. Creative training
techniques and methods of reasoning will be examined and studied in depth.

Some appropriate written and audio-visual material is to be used.

French Literature I (3 credit hours) 2232422



P. R.: 2202221 Analysis of Literary Texts (French)

This course presents the leading tendencies of 20" century French literature,
considering the different genres, the new intellectual ideas and the search for
new forms. These different aspects will be studied by analyzing representative

literary extracts

2232423 French Literature IV (3 credit
hours)

P.R.: 2202221 Analysis of Literary Texts (French)

This course is a detailed and in depth study of a special subject in literature that
has not been -covered by the study plan. This course content is described in the
course plan distributed to student at the beginning of the semester.

(3 credit Jordan through History (in French) 2202424
hours)

This course studies the ancient and the modern history of Jordan in French to
give the student the historical knowledge he needs as a tourist guide. It is at the
same time a language course proposing exercises where the student has to use

the historical information he studies.

(3 credit French Linguistics Il 2242431
hours)

P. R.: 2242331 French Linguistics |

This course is a deepening and application of the knowledge acquired in
French Linguistics 1. It insists, through practical exercises, on lexicology,
semantics and pragmatics of French. Various aspects of linguistic matters will be

studied at length.



Special Subject in French Language (3 credit 2232432
hours)
P. R.: 2242331 French Linguistics |

A special subject in language that is not covered by the study plan will be
studied in some detail and depth. The exact content of the course will be defined
in the course description distributed to the students at the beginning of the

semester.

Teaching French as a Foreign Language (3 credit 2232433
hours)

This course provides students with the main approaches in teaching French as

a foreign language, in particular the communicative approach. It insists on the
analysis of the text books used in the Jordanian schools where French is taught.
The course requirements include an internship in a school; and the grade given
for the internship report will be included in the final evaluation.

Evaluation (3 credit 2202434
hours)

In this course, students learn to understand and develop tests to assess
language skills in French, in reading, writing, listening and speaking. The course
also familiarizes students with French language proficiency certificates such as
DELF (Elementary certificate in French Language) and DALF (Advanced
Certificate in French Language). The course requirements include an internship
in a school; and the grade given for the internship report will be included in the

final evaluation.



History of French Language (3 credit 2202435
hours)

This course prepares student to acquire a sufficient knowledge about the
emergence of the French language as well as the different stages of its
development. This course also deals with the development of phonetic,

semantics and the syntactic system.

History of Teaching Foreign Languages (in French). (3 credit 2202436
hours)

This course aims at exploring the different methods of language teaching used
through history, as well as comparing between methods of teaching native and
foreign languages. There will be a focus on the methods used in Jordanian
schools.

Elective College:

2203101 German Language for Beginners (1) (3 c.h)
Prerequisite : none

This language course introduces students in a communicative way to the
grammatical structures of German with the aim of training them in the four
language skills: listening comprehension, reading, writing and oral skills. It covers
the following fields of every day communication: greeting, introducing oneself,
describing one's home, asking for prices, buying, asking for directions, specifying
time and place etc. Following grammar issues will be trained: present tense of
regular, irregular and modal verbs, definite and indefinite articles, negating,
gender, nominative and accusative of nouns and pronouns, numbers,
demonstrative and indefinite pronouns.

2203102 German Language for Beginners (2) (3 c.h)
Prerequisite : 2203101



The course continues the introduction into the basics of German. It
develops the skills acquired in German for Beginners 1 and aims at preparing
students to understand written and spoken texts, as well as to produce them. It
covers new fields of every day communication such as giving advice, telling what
happened, asking for and describing directions in the city, inviting, expressing
opinion and wishes, etc. The following new grammatical issues will be covered:
imperative, perfect tense, prepositions, dative and genitive, comparative and
superlative.

2203136 German Language for Beginners (3) (3 c.h)
Prerequisite : 2203102

This course continues to train students in the four language skills (listening
comprehension, reading, writing and oral skills) on a more advanced level, so
that after finishing the course they shall be able to act with self-assurance in
every day life situations. It covers the following new fields: describing people's
appearance, school and education, TV and entertainment, industry, work and
economics in Germany.

Compulsory Requirements:

2233114 German for Specialization 1 (6 c.h)
Prerequisite : non

This Course targets students with no prior knowledge of the German
language and aims at gradually introducing and developing all main four skills :
reading, writing, speaking and listening through situations and contexts of the
daily life and acquainting them with typical scenes of the German speaking
countries’ culture.

2233115German for Specialization 2 (6c.h)
Prerequisite : 2233114

This course builds on students’ previous experience with German, adding
to it more language rules, more vocabulary and more sentence structure as
necessary, enabling them to read, write, listen and speak at a higher level within
the context of daily situations.

2243221 Listening and Conversation (3 c.h.)
Prerequisite: 2233115

This course mainly enhances oral skills with the aim to practice
communication strategies. General themes will be discussed after presentation
through audio-visual aids. Students will listen to and discuss a variety of topics.



2233222 Grammar (1) German (3 c.h.)
Prerequisite: 2233115

The course concentrates on the description of German morphology.
Students will be systematically trained in various morphological processes. The
basic ruler of grammar will be explained at lenght and mastered by the students.

2203223 Pronunciation and Speech (3 c.h.)
Prerequisite: 2233115

The course introduces position and articulation regularities and describes
cognitive and physiological processes during the production of phonetic
segments (sounds and sound connections).

2203224 German Writing (3 c.h.)
Prerequisite: 2233115

The aim of the course is to train students in writing various types of free
and guided compositions (e.g. narratives, descriptions, letters, general subjects,
etc.). The students will begin at the level of sentence, then more to higher levels,
always paying cloxe attention to correctenss.

2233331 Introduction to German Literature (3 c.h)
Prerequisite : 2233115

The course introduces students to German literature in general. Reading of
various literary texts will be based on representative texts to familiarize students
with literary terminology and the methods of text interpretation and realize the
importance of general knowledge for the literature. Students will learn to work in
groups through their group discussions and short presentations about the read
materials and display better cross-cultural communication skills via comparing
different cultures.Basides theoretical knowledge about the German literature, the
student are expected to continue improving their language competence.
Discussions about the studied materials and oral & written interpretations are
main parts of the intended communicative lecture.

2233341 Translation (German — Arabic) 1 (3 c.h.)
Prerequisite: 2233115



This course trains students to translate texts from German into Arabic; it
highlights the difficulties of translation and trains students to overcome them. It
includes translation of a wide variety of material from everyday situations.

2233321 Grammar (2) German (3 c.h.)
Prerequisite: 2233115

The aim of the course is to enrich students’ grammatical knowledge of
German. It concentrates on the sentence as the elementary form of
communication as well as on various syntactic processes. More advanced rules
of grammar will be discussed and mastared.

2233332 German Literature until the end of eighteenth century (3 c. h)
Prerequisite : 2233331
The course give through some selected examples an overview of the
development of German literature from its beginnings in the middle ages until its
classical perfection through the works of Goethe and Schiller.
Representative samples will be selected and studied.

2233421 Debate and Reading / German (3 c.h)
Prerequisite: 2233222

This course introduces the skills of debate , effective reading and in
inferential thinking through the use of selected text . the student should be able to
recognize the structure of the text and to utilize the acquired vocabulary |,
expressions and structures in his discussion .

(3c.h) 2203422 Special Topic in German Language

Prerequisite : 2233222

This course, whose content varies from one semester to another, deals
with a specific topic on or linked to the German language. It is determined on the
basis of students’ needs and the instructors™ area of specialization or research
interests. The course usually provides an in-depth investigation of a certain topic
that has not been covered in the language courses offered in the study plan.

2233431 Contemporary German Literature (3c.h)
Prerequisite : 2233331

This course starts with the so-calles “Classical Period of German Literature
“ with the mature works of Goethe and Schiller and leads through the several
literary epochs until the present. Students will read and study selections from the
poetry, prose, and drama of the period.



2233441 Translation (Arabic — German) 2 (3 c.h.)
Prerequisite: 2233115

Students will be trained in translating texts from Arabic into German
whereby translation of practical texts such as newspaper articles documents,
certificates, directions for use etc. will be taken in special consideration.

Electives:

2203333 German in the Field of Tourism (3c.h)
Prerequisite : 2233115

The participants should intensively tackle with German in the Field of
Tourism. At the beginning of the course students listen to descriptions of different
kinds of journeys. Advantages and disadvantages of different ways of travelling
are discussed. Reading and discussing prospects the learners collect information
on sights and monuments in Jordan. Students are then asked to give short
presentations or these sights and monuments. The special vocabulary necessary
to describe archaeological places should be acquired.

2203334 German in the Field of Economics (3 c.h)
Prerequisite : 2233115

This course familiarizes students with the special terminology used in this
Field and introduces them to lexical expressions and specialized vocabulary to
this Field. It also concentrates on special grammatical structures of scientific
texts in general. It enhances as well their ability to communicate in the
specialization, to read scientific texts , and to use dictionaries.

2203335 German in the Field of Media (3c.h)
Prerequisite : 2233115



In this course participants are introduced to characteristics of different kinds
of media. Students receive an overview about different categories of newspapers
and magazines. The different kinds of newspapers and magazines are
described, background information about different products of the press is
acquired. Articles from newspaper and magazines are presented by students and
then discussed. Basic knowledge about the German press laws is gathered.

2203423 Didactics and methodology of teaching German as a foreign
language( 3 c.h)
Prerequisite : 2233331

This course represents an introduction of the Didactics (the WHAT) and the
Methodology (the HOW) of teaching of a foreign language. We shall handle
those methodological concepts that have had a substantial impact on teaching
German as a foreign language throughout the history, but also the modern
methods that have proved to produce positive results in the past 10-15 years.
The students will learn to recognize the advantages and the disadvantages of the
different methods of teaching and how to plan and perform a successful and
interesting lesson.

2233432 Civilization of the German Speaking Countries (3 c.h.)
Prerequisite: 2233341

Emphasis is placed on the historical, geographic and social circumstances
of Germany, Austria and Switzerland are the basic focus of this course. Several
from avariety of disciplines representing the German civilization will be studied in
detail.

2203322 German Linguistics (3 c.h.)
Prerequisite: 2233222

This course is an introduction to theories and trends in German linguistics
and their importance in the teaching of grammar. The various aspects of
linguistic and its compentents will be studied at length.

2233433 Special Topic in German Literature (3 c.h.)
Prerequisite: 2233331

A particular literary topic is selected by the individual instructor in
coordination with the Department Chairman for study and analysis by the
students. The topic is one which the students are not familiar with or which the
study plan does not cover.



2203434 Austrian Literature (3 c.h.)
Prerequisite: 2233331

This course mediates the special constellations which led to the generation
of the Austrian literature. The most significant German writing authors of the
Austrian — Hungarian Monarchy, the First Republic and the modern literary scene
are introduced through representative works.

2233435 Short Story (3 c.h.)
Prerequisite: 2233331

The short story is a literary form mainly of the late 19th and 20th centuries.
Big names in the field of short story like Stifter, Storm, Keller, Schnitzler, Zweig
and Kafka will be introduced and analyzed.

2203436 Comparative Literature (3 c.h.)
Prerequisite: 2233331

Literary topics and motifs taken from German literature will be analyzed
and compared with their treatment and adaptation by several German and Arab
authors. The basics of comparative studies will be analyzed and mastered.

2203103 Spanish Language for Beginners (1) (3c.h)

Prerequisite : none
In combination with Spanish for Beginners (2), this course introduces students to the
basics of Spanish language and Spanish culture. The aim of the course is to develop
communication skills in everyday life and simple situations. The course proposes a full
competence in communication strategies and not only a linear assimilation of
grammatical knowledge.

2203104 Spanish Language for Beginners (2) (3c.h)

Prerequisite : 2203103
This course introduces students deeper into the grammatical structures of the Spanish
language communication strategies in more advanced situations and contexts and
cultural. More relevant grammatical matters will be studied at length.

2203137 Spanish Language for Beginners (3) (3c.h)

Prerequisite : 2203104

The course is regarded as a continuation for the other two Spanish courses (Spanish 1
& 2 for Beginners); it contains the four language skills that are available in the other two
courses: listening comprehension, writing, reading and oral skills, but on a more
advanced level. After finishing this course, the student will be able to act with self-
assurance in everyday life situations. The course contains some new topics such as:
description of people’s appearance, education and school, entertainment and TV, work
and economics in Spain, industry and other more topics related to the Spanish society
and culture.

Compulsory Requirements:

2203100 Spanish for Specialization 1 (6c.h)
Prerequisite : non



This Course targets students with no prior knowledge of the Spanish language and aims
at gradually introducing and developing all main four skills : reading, writing, speaking
and listening through situations and contexts of the daily life .

2233109 Spanish for Specialization 2 (6c.h)

Prerequisite : 2203100
This course builds on students’ previous experience with Spanish, adding to it more
language rules, more vocabulary and more sentence structure as necessary, enabling
them to read, write, listen and speak at a higher level within the context of daily
situations.

2203201 Listening and Conversation/Spanish (3 c.h.)

Prerequisite: 2233109
This course mainly enhances oral skills with the aim of practising communication
strategies in most kinds of conversation situations. General subjects will be discussed
by means of interaction among students and the instructor and among students
themselves. Students will be trained in listening comprehension through audio-visual
aids.

2203202 Grammar (1) Spanish (3 c.h.)

Prerequisite: 2233109
This course concentrates on the description of the basics of Spanish morphology and
syntax, from a theoretical and practical point of view. Students will be systematically
trained in various morphological (word structure and its elements) and syntactical
(elements of the sentence and its functions and interrelations) processes.

2203203 Pronunciation and Speech/Spanish (3 c.h.)

Prerequisite: 2233109
The course introduces students into the phonetic alphabet and compares both
international and Spanish phonetic alphabets. It mainly concentrates on position and
articulation regularities and describes cognitive and physiological processes during the
production of phonetic segments (sounds and sound connections).

2203204 Spanish Writing (3 c.h.)

Prerequisite: 2233109
The aim of this course is to train students in writing free and guided compositions (e.g.
narratives, descriptions, letters, etc.). It focuses on the different types of texts and styles
of writing depending on the context and intention of the texts (types of speech and
writing strategies). General rules of written Spanish (accentuation, punctuation, word
division, etc.) will also be studies.

2203301 Introduction in Spanish Literature (3c.h)

Prerequisite : 2233109
The course introduces students to Spanish literature in general. Reading of various
literary texts will be based on representative texts to familiarize students with literary
terminology and the methods of text interpretation and realize the importance of general
knowledge for the literature.

2203401 Debate and Reading / Spanish (3 c. h)

Prerequisite 2203202
This course introduces the skills of debate, effective reading and in inferential thinking
through the use of selected text. The student should be able to recognize the structure

of the text and to utilize the acquired vocabulary, expressions and structures in his
discussion.

2203403 special topic in the Spanish Language ( 3 c.h.)

Prerequisite: 2203202

It also concentrates on the Spanish
historical relationship with Latin-America and their common cultural heritage.

2203308 Linguistics/Spanish (3 c.h.)

Prerequisite: 2203 202
This course is an introduction to linguistics in general and also to the diachronic and
synchronic study of the Spanish language in Spain. It focuses on the different uses and
varieties of the Spanish language, its historical relations with other languages and its
main stages of development.

2203409 Special Topic in Spanish Literature (3 c.h.)

Prerequisite: 2203301
A particular literary topic is selected for study and analysis under the instructor’'s
supervision (literary analysis, outline and text interpretation, historical and cultural
background, etc.). This topic may be chosen from both classical and contemporary
Spanish literature.

2203400 Contemporary Spanish Thought (3 c.h)

Prerequisite 2203301
This course tends to offer the participant an ample understanding of contemporary
Spanish thought. After situating contemporary Spain in her ideological and political
context, participants proceed to analyze the nation's intellectual, thinkers, social, and
human development The final object will be an attempt to identify a Spanish thought in a
broad sense. This course focuses on Spanish thought with an emphasis on how
Spanish thought compares and contrasts with American or Hispanic thought.

2203410 Latin-American Literature in Spanish (3 c.h.)

Prerequisite: 2203301
This course gives a general overview of Spanish-American literature from its beginning
in the 15™ century until the 20" century. It concentrates on a selection of masterpieces
in the novel, poetry and short story (e.g. Garcia Marquez, Vargas Llosa, Borges,
Cortazar, Neruda, etc.) and also introduces students to the differences between Latin-
American Spanish and Spanish language in Spain.

2233411 Spanish Novel (3 c.h.)

Prerequisite: 2203301
This course is an introduction to the study of the rise of the novel in Spanish language,
its development until the present and historical and cultural background. It focuses on



reading various literary examples from each period and emphasizes the importance of
the novel in Spanish contemporary literature.

Students
will read and study selections from the poetry, prose, and drama of the
period.

2233442 Translation (Arabic —ltalian/ 2) (3 c.h.)

Prerequisite: 2233117
Students will be trained in translating texts from Arabic into italian whereby
translation of practical texts such as newspaper articles documents,
certificates, directions for use etc. will be taken in special consideration.
Modle texts will be used to illustrate good translation.

Elective:

2203338 Italian in the Field of Tourism (3c.h)

Prerequisite : 2233117
The participants should intensively tackle with Italian in the Field of
Tourism. At the beginning of the course students listen to descriptions of
different kinds of journeys. Advantages and disadvantages of different
ways of travelling are discussed. Reading and discussing prospects the
learners collect information on sights and monuments in Jordan. Students
are then asked to give short presentations or these sights and monuments.
The special vocabulary necessary to describe archaeological places should
be acquired.

2203339 Italian in the Field of Economics (3 c.h)

Prerequisite : 2233117
This course familiarizes students with the special terminology used in this
Field and introduces them to lexical expressions and specialized
vocabulary to this Field. It also concentrates on special grammatical
structures of scientific texts in general. It enhances as well their ability to
communicate in the specialization, to read scientific texts , and to use
dictionaries.



2203438 Italian in the Field of Media (3c.h)
Prerequisite : 2233117
In this course participants are introduced to characteristics of different kinds
of media. Students receive an overview about different categories of
newspapers and magazines. The different kinds of newspapers and
magazines are described, background information about different products
of the press is acquired. Articles from newspaper and magazines are
presented by students and then discussed. Basic knowledge about the
Italian press laws is gathered.
The students will learn to recognize the advantages and the disadvantages
of the different methods of teaching and how to plan and perform a
successful and interesting lesson.

2203426 Didactics and methodology of teaching Italian as a foreign

language ( 3 c.h) Prerequisite :2203226
This course represents an introduction of the Didactics (the WHAT) and the
Methodology (the HOW) of teaching of a foreign language. We shall handle
those methodological concepts that have had a substantial impact on
teaching Italian as a foreign language throughout the history, but also the
modern methods that have proved to produce positive results in the past
10-15 years.

2203439 Italian Civilization (3 c.h.)
Prerequisite: 2203226
Emphasis is placed on the historical, geographic and social circumstances
of ltaly = as the basic focus of this course. Major authors and texts
representing the Italian civilization will be studied at lenght. Use of media
material will be highlighted.

2203324 Linguistics/Italian (3 c.h.)
Prerequisite: 2203226
This course is an introduction to theories and trends in Italian linguistics
and their importance in the teaching of grammar. The various coponents of
Italian lingustics and major linguisrics matters, theoratical and applied, will
be studied.



2203430 Special Topic in Italian Literature (3 c.h.)
Prerequisite: 2203336
A particular literary topic is selected for study and analysis under the
instructor’s supervision (literary analysis, outline and text interpretation,
historical and cultural background, etc.). This topic may be chosen from
both classical and contemporary Italian literature.

2203330 Contemporary ltalian Thought (3 c. h)

Prerequisite 2203336
This course tends to offer the participant an ample understanding of
contemporary ltalian thought. After situating contemporary Italy in her
ideological and political context, participants proceed to analyze the
nation's intellectual, thinkers, social, and human development The final
object will be an attempt to identify a Italian thought in a broad sense. This
course focuses on Italian thought with an emphasis on how ltalian thought
compares and contrasts with American or Hispanic thought.
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Course Description

B.A Degree
Korean Language & English

2204126 Korean Language for Beginners (1) (3 c.h)



In combination with Korean for Beginners (2), this course
introduces the basics of Korean language and Korean culture.
The aim of the course is for the student to develop communication
skills in everyday life and in simple situations. The course
proposes a full competence in communication strategies based
on the four major skills and not only a linear assimilation of
grammatical knowledge.

2204127 Korean Language for Beginners (2) (3 c.h)

This course involves more advanced grammatical structures of
the Korean language, as well as communication strategies in
sophisticated situations and in cultural contexts. This course aims at
preparing the student to reading and writing while depending on one
self, as well as simulating situation that require producing dialogues.

2234130 Korean for Specialization 1 (6
c.h)
This Course targets student with no prior knowledge of the
Korean language and aims at gradually introducing and
developing all main four skills: reading, writing, speaking and
listening through situations and contexts of the daily life.

2234131 Korean for Specialization 2 (6
c.h)
This course builds on students™ previous experience with Korean,
adding to it more language rules, more vocabulary and more
sentence structure as necessary, enabling them to read, write,
listen and speak at a higher level within the context of daily
situations.

2204200 Listening and Conversation/Korean (3
c.h.)

This course is mainly designed to enhance oral skills with the aim
of practicing communication strategies through a variety of
conversations. General subjects will be discussed by means of
interaction between the students and the instructor and among
students themselves. Students will be trained in listening
comprehension through audio-visual aids.



2204205 Pronunciation and Speech/Korean

(3 c.h.)

The course introduces students into the phonetic alphabet and
compares both international and Korean phonetic alphabets. |t
mainly concentrates on position and articulation regularities and
describes cognitive and physiological processes during the
production of phonetic segments (sounds and sound related
matters).

2204206 Grammar (1) Korean (3 c.h.)
This course concentrates on the description of the basics of
Korean morphology and syntax, from a theoretical and practical
point of view. Students will be systematically trained in various
morphological (word structure and its elements) and syntactical
(elements of the sentence and its functions and interrelations)
processes.

2204207 Korean Writing (3

c.h.)

The aim of this course is to train students in writing free and
guided compositions (e.g. narratives, descriptions, letters, etc.). It
focuses on the different types of texts and styles of writing
depending on the context and intention of the texts (types of
speech and writing strategies). General rules of written Korean
(accentuation, punctuation, word division, etc.) will also be
studied.

2204309 Introduction to Korean Literature
(3 c.h)
This course introduces students to Korean literature in general.
Reading of various literary texts will be based on representative
texts to familiarize students with literary terminology, the main
literary periods and the methods of text interpretation. Students
will learn to work in groups through group discussions and short
presentations about the reading materials and will display better
cross-cultural communication skills by comparing different
cultures. Besides theoretical knowledge about the Korean
literature, the student will be expected to continue improving their
language competence.



2204310 Translation Korean-Arabic 1

(3 c.h.)

This course trains students to translate Korean texts into Arabic.
It highlights general linguistics and cultural difficulties of
translation and shows students to overcome them. It also
includes translation of practical texts (e.g. documents, certificates,
directions of use, etc.) as well as translation of short literary texts
and newspaper articles.

2204311 Grammar (2) / Korean (3
c.h.)
In combination with Grammar (1), the aim of this course is to
enrich the students’ grammatical knowledge of the Korean
language. It will introduce students deeper into the various
morphological and syntactic processes previously studied.

2204312 Business Korean (3

c.h.)
This course emphasizes advanced oral skills in business
situations and specialized vocabulary used in a wide range of
Korean business. Korean business etiquettes, Korean customs
and culture will be taught. There will be videos showing actual
business situations in Korea. Students will be trained on
maintaining correspondence with Korean businessmen and on
successfully speaking in formal interviews.

(3 c.h.)
2204315 Korean in the Field of Mass Media

In this course participants are introduced to the characteristics of
different kinds of media. Students receive an overview about
different categories of newspapers, magazines, and televisions.
The different kinds of mass media are described and explored in
terms of message production. Written or visual materials in mass
media are presented to students. Students are encouraged to
discuss diverse issues about Korean mass media. Basic
knowledge about the Korean press law is gathered.



2204414 Reading and Debate / Korean (3
c. h)
This course introduces the skills of debate, effective reading and
inferential thinking through the use of selected texts. The student
should be able to recognize the structure of the text and to utilize
the acquired vocabulary, expressions and structures in the
discussion.

2204415 Translation Arabic 2/ Korean

(3 c.h.)

This course trains students in translation from Arabic into Korean.
It highlights general linguistic and cultural difficulties of translation
and shows students how to overcome them. It also includes
translation of practical texts (e.g. documents, certificates,
directions of use, etc.) as well as translation of short newspaper
articles.

2204418 Special Topics in Korean Literature

(3 c.h.)
A particular literary topic is selected for study and analysis under
the instructor's supervision (literary analysis, outline and text
interpretation, historical and cultural background, etc.). This topic
may be chosen from both classical and contemporary Korean
literature.

2204314 Korean in the Field of Tourism (3c.h)
At the beginning of the course, students listen to descriptions of
different kinds of tourist sites. Advantages and disadvantages of
different ways of travelling are discussed. The learners collect
information on sites and monuments in Jordan and/ or Korea.
Students are then asked to give short presentations or these sites
and monuments. The special vocabulary necessary to describe
archaeological places should be acquired.

(3c.h)
2204317 Readings in Sino-Korean Texts
Sino-Korean vocabulary and Sino-Korean characters are
necessary for advanced and superior level of knowledge in
Korean. Sino-Korean characters are used differently from the
same Chinese characters used in contemporary China in terms of



pronunciation, meaning, and word formation. Professional- level
Korean speakers need to be able to read at least 1800 Sino-
Korean characters. Reinforcement of collocation patterns and
semantic association of Sino- Korean vocabulary will be part of
this course.

2204319 Contemporary Korean Politics and Society
(3 c.h.)
This course will introduce a variety of readings that speak on
current issues in modern Korean political culture and society. The
emphasis will not be on political science, narrowly construed, but
on the broader kinds of issues, debates and themes that are
prominent in the Korean media.

2204413 Contemporary Korean Literature ( 3
c.h)
This course starts with the so-called" classical period of Korean
literature" with the mature works of well- known literary writers
and leads through the several literary epochs until the present.
Students will read and study selections from the poetry, prose,
and drama of the period.

2204417 Korean Civilization
(3 c.h.)
This course gives a general overview of the Korean civilization
through several aspects such as culture, society, history,
geography, politics and economy and their influence on the
literary production and intellectual development

2204419 Special Topics in Korean Language
(3c.h)
This course covers the different uses and varieties of Korean
language at micro and macro-levels. In particular, this course
examines the relationship between language and society and
manifests how language and culture influence each other. A topic
for the semester may be chosen under instructor's supervision.
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2205101 Introduction to Linguistics (3
credits) An overview of the traditional sub-disciplines of linguistics, examination
of the origins of language, definitions of language, overviews of the principles
involved in phonological, morphological, syntactic, and semantic levels of
linguistic analyses: the evolution of linguistics as a science since the end of the
Second World War. The course is taught in Arabic.

2205111 General Linguistics (3
credits)

An introduction to the scientific study of language and the principles of linguistic
description, on overview of the fundamental aspects of linguistics including the
basics of phonology, phonetics, morphology, syntax, and semantics in different
languages with emphasis on English .

2205112 English Grammar (3
credits)



Categories and principles referring to people and things, (nouns, pronouns,
determiners), giving information about people and things,( adjectives,
possessives, quantifiers, qualifiers), building sentences (transitivity,
complementation), varying the sentences mood, negation, modality), expressing
time ( verb tenses, adjuncts of time), combining sentences (subordination,
coordination), use of computers with Internet access where grammatical drills
are given.

2205130 Use of English 1 (3
credits)

Developing the language skills of listening comprehension: focusing on
understanding the most important ideas, exercises that focus on understanding
specific points and concepts of advanced conversations, on-line videos for
English learning, reading comprehension : reading extracts focusing on a variety
of subjects, extensive listening and pronunciation practice at the language lab,
on-line computer-based training with Internet access.

2235212 Pronunciation and Speech (3
credits)

Developing the students pronunciation and speaking skills at both segmental and
suprasegmental levels of English in key words, phrases and sentences. Training
students to produce short patterns and intonation .

2205213 Introduction to Phonetics (3

credits)

Pre-requisite:2205111

An introduction to articulatory phonetics. Topics include organs of speech, sound
classes: consonants and vowels, places of articulation, manners of articulation,
glottal states, vowel articulation, suprasegmentals: tone and intonation, phonetic
processes: assimilation, deletion, epenthesis and metathesis, practical drills in
the language lab.

2205214 Vocabulary Development (3
credits)

Pre-requisite:2205111

Increasing students vocabulary .Topics include word classes, word relations,
morpheme-type : bound and free morphemes, suffixes, prefixes, affixes, word
formations, allomorphs, compounds, roots, stems; morphological processes :
derivation, back — formation, suppletion, morphological analysis.

2205230 Use of English 2
(3 credits)
Pre- requisite: 2205130



Continue to develop the four language skills of listening, reading, speaking and
writing: extensive listening and pronunciation practice at the language lab, on-
line computer-based training with Internet access where a wide choice of
materials is available.

2205231 Professional Writing 1 (3
credits)

Pre- requisite: 2205112

Developing the students writing skills at the sentence and paragraph levels,
using logical relationships, different types of paragraph developments, writing
memos and letters.

2235232 Professional Writing 2 (3
credits)

Pre-requisite: 2205231

Filling applications resume styles, covering letter models, acceptance letters,
rejection letters, writing reports, and report structures.

2235233 English Study Skills

(3 credits)

Training students on how to use the dictionary, to read fast, to write outlines,
summary and paraphrasing to collect information, using the internet and the
library (card catalogue, reference works, and periodicals).

2235310 Second Language Learning (3
credits)

Pre-requisite :2205111

An overview of major areas related to second language acquisition or learning
from an applied linguistic perspective and application and their effects on the
language classroom.

2205313  Essentials of Public speaking (3
credits)

Pre-requisite:2205212

Public speaking skills outside the classroom, especially in situations, which
require successful communication in English, listening to public speeches in
different occasions, identification of the elements of public speaking: promotion
of free expression, conversational exchange and objective discussion.



2205314 Semantics (3
credits)

Pre- requisite: 2205111

An introduction to the theory of meaning in natural language. Topics include
ambiguity, reference deixis, sense relations: synonymy, polysemy, homonymy,
hyponymy. Implications on the basis of context.

2235315 Advanced English Grammar (3
credits)

Pre-requisite:2205112

Intensive English grammar exercises, extensive grammatical drills, use of CD-
ROM and electronic study guide to ensure up-to-date language learning,
emphasis on grammar in context.

2205320 Translation of Written Texts (3
credits)

Pre-requisite: 2205231

Practice in written translation. training students to interact with two types of
written texts, viz. literary and scientific with a view to translating them from
English into Arabic and vice versa. Highlighting the basic principles, techniques
and skills of written translation.

2205321 Consecutive Simultaneous Translation (1) (3
credits)

Pre-requisite: 2205212

Training students to interact with short oral texts of general nature with a view to
translating them from English into Arabic and vice versa. Problems and
difficulties associated with simultaneous translation are identified and highlighted,
suggestions to minimize and eventually overcome them are presented and
discussed.

2235330 English for Mass Media (3
credits)

Focus on the rhetorical elements of such audio and visual media with
concentration on newspaper and cyber media .Topics include understanding
of the nature of rhetoric in its varied roles in modern, popular discourse
comprehension of various media and the ways parishioners interact with their
audiences, examination of visual and media literacies, providing students to
explore, examine, synthesize, and express ideas about language and media
discourse.

2205331 Business English (1) (3
credits)

This course is an introduction to the language of business English, concentration
is on company structure, meetings, telephoning, basic business writing, job
applications and interviews, language of marketing, business socializing.



2235332 English For Hotels (3
credits)

Practice of all language skills needed when working in a hotel, dealing with
English — speaking visitors or negotiating with English speakers within the
industry. Topics include: describing hotel facilities, dealing with complaints,
making and confirming reservations, dealing with business travelers, providing
tourist-related information, hotel and restaurant services, organizing tours and
excursions. Emphasis on developing the students ability to respond quickly,
fluently and politely in high — pressure situations.

2235333 Text Analysis (3
credits)

Pre-requisite:2205111

Design, construction and analyses of text corpora, understanding of sources,
tools, principles and methodology necessary for analyzing naturally occurring
data. Using the Internet to find sources of electronic text, scanning, annotating
text for part of speech, syntactic structure, semantic, pragmatics, and discourse
information, using concordances and parsers.

2205335 Methods of Teaching English as a Foreign Language (3
credits)

Pre- requisite: 2205310

Developing an understanding of the principles of teaching English as a foreign
language, by examining different contexts, purposes and approaches; making
informed decisions about language teaching methods, techniques, syllabuses
and material . Topics include: development of major teaching styles or methods
in EFL; teaching reading, writing, listening, speaking, vocabulary, grammar and
pronunciation; correction of errors, lesson planning, classroom management and
testing.

2205337 English for Tourism (3
credits)

Focus on different areas of the tourism sector, aiming at providing students with
the basic vocabulary and professional expressions that are most often used.
Topics include: travel programs, types of offers, travel contracts, transportation
and hotel services, making and receiving reservations, methods of payment,
providing information on topics of interest to tourists, tourism brochures, and
analysis of tourism in Jordan.

2205339 Field Training (3 credits)



Providing prospective graduates with training in public & private sectors
organizations. Training is supervised by experienced professionals in such
organization and faculty members from the department.

2205414 Language & Society (3
credits)

Pre-requisite: 2205111

Acquainting students with the inter-relationships between language and society
through dealing with the social dialects of a speech community in terms of class,
education, geographical region, age, sex, register, culture, and diglossia.

2205422 Consecutive & Simultaneous Translation (2) (3
credits)

Pre- requisite: 2205321

An extension of practicing consecutive simultaneous translation. Overview of the
psychological and linguistic constraints in interpreting a whole text without
interruption and in giving an overall summary of text.

2205423 Translation of Business & Economic Texts

(3 credits)

Pre- requisite: 2205331

Training students to translate (from English into Arabic and vice versa) a variety
of texts in the fields of finance, banking, investment, stock markets and
governance.

2205424 Press Translation (3
credit)

Pre- requisite: 2205330

Training students to translate (from English into Arabic and vice versa) a variety
of texts selected from local and foreign papers and magazines, e.g., editorials,
news items (political, social and sports) and advertisements.

2205425 Translation of International Treaties (3
credit)

Pre-requisite:2205320

Enabling students to translate (English - Arabic ) excerpts form a sample of
international treaties, such as the treaties for the Protection of the Rights of
Children, the World Heritage treaties, the Social Security treaty(102), the treaty
for the Elimination of All Kinds of Discrimination Against Women. Developing



students’ interaction with the terms and the strategies which figure high in these
treaties.

2205426 Translation of Legal Texts

(3 credit)

Pre-requisite: 2205320--2205321

Training students to translate ( from English into Arabic and vice versa) selected
legal documents with special emphasis on contracts, policies, hearing sessions
and selected provisions of some laws .

2235430 Methods of Research in Linguistics

(3 credits)

Pre-requisite: 2205111

An introduction to linguistics research .Topics include : choosing a topic, taking
notes, shaping and composing the project, using the library, developing skills in
writing the biographical data (documentation and bibliography), practical
illustrations from experimental studies in TESOL, phonetics, phonology and child
language development focusing on hypothesis statement, data collection, results
and conclusion.

2235431 Language testing

(3 credits)

An introduction to the principles underlying the design of language tests,
preparing public examinations or designing specific ones to obtain a measure of
a learners language, evaluation of courses or specific innovations in language
programs.

2235432 Computer Assisted Language Learning (3
credits)

Familiarizing students with the history and the current state of computer —
assisted language learning (CALL), basic arguments in favor of and against
using CALL in the language classroom . Relating CALL to current ideas about
language learning, teaching, and description.

2205433 Error Analysis (3 credits)
Pre-requisite: 2205310

A study of the learners inter-language system and approaches to the analysis of
the linguistic forms acquired by second language learners. Emphasis will be on
the form and function of language errors.

2235434 Business English (2) (3 credits)
Pre- requisite: 2205331



Providing students with more business English. Topics include: language of
finance, negotiating, advanced business writing, presentations, business case
studies, commenting on facts & figures, and advanced business socializing.

2235435 Classroom Management (3 credits)

Raising awareness of language classroom practice. Focus on different aspects of
language teaching and learning including a lesson organization and structure,
language presentation and elicitation, setting up and controlling activities,
correcting errors, and giving feedback, recording and analyzing data concerning
classroom interactions.

2235436 English for Law (3 credits)
Building students legal vocabulary, classroom discussion skills, and presentation
capabilities. Focus on using legal terminology orally and in writing, participating in
class discussions, listening effectively to speakers and audio-visual
presentations, comprehending and summarizing texts related to legal matters,
expressing ideas clearly and concisely in writing, writing formal letters and
memoranda, using legal dictionaries efficiently, and understanding the basics of
the Jordanian legal system

2205437 Appreciation of English Literary Texts (3 credits)
A selection of some of the most important writing from the English 20 century
literature including whole essays or chapters, and wherever possible, analysis of
texts, interactive discussion with reference to thematic roles and event structure

2235438 English for Medical Purposes (3 credits)
Providing students with a sufficient level of medical English terminology to help
them develop the communication skills required in the medical profession. Topics
include: medical vocabulary, terminology, abbreviation and idioms; doctor patient
relationships; and understanding medical reports and case studies.

2235439 English for Diplomatic Purposes (3
credits)

Introduction to the UN bodies & organization: structure and operating
mechanism. Familiarizing students with terms expression used in diplomatic texts
and correspondence, practicing using diplomatic protocols, vocabulary,
expression through relevant exercises and activities.
